Create a browser enabled InfoPath form
Creating a browser enabled InfoPath form is easy and a great way to quickly and effectively capture data from users.
Prerequisites:

Office 2007 with InfoPath
WSS 3.0 or MOSS with InfoPath Form Services

You must be an administrator on the site that you are publishing the form to
Directions:

1. From the Start Menu, Select Programs>>Microsoft Office>> InfoPath
2. Click on Data Source in the Design Tasks Pane
3. Create your form’s data fields by right clicking “myFields” and then selecting add
4. Drag fields from the Data Source pane to the design surface to add controls to your form.

5. Add tables and formatting to your form as necessary
6. Once the form has been designed, select (from the top menu bar) Tools>>Form Options
7. In the Category list box, select Compatibility

8. Check the box next to “Design a form template that can be opened in a browser or InfoPath”
9. Click OK
10. From the top menu bar select File >>Publish
11. If Prompted, click Save, then Overwrite

12. Select “To a SharePoint Server with or without InfoPath Forms Services, then click Next

13. Enter in the urn to the SharePoint site you want to publish the form to

14. Click Next

15. Select Document Library, then click Next

16. Select Create a new document library, then click Next

17. Choose a name and description for the library, then click next

18. Choose any columns from the form that you wish to appear on the Document Library, then click next

19. Click Publish

20. On the next screen, check “Open this document library”, then click Close

21. On the document library click the “Settings” button, then select “List Settings”

22. Under the General Settings header, select Advanced Settings

23. On the advanced settings page, in the Browser- enabled Documents section, select “Display as Web page”.
