Using a Content Query Web Part can allow you to create dynamic sections of a SharePoint page that can be driven by data managed elsewhere (like the News section).

Directions:

1. On the intranet home page, select Site Actions -> Edit Page
2. In the desired zone (Middle Left), select Add a Web Part
3. Check the Content Query Web Part

4. Click Add (The default view will show a bunch of data)

5. On the web part, select edit -> Modify Shared Web Part
6. Expand the Query section
7. Select ‘Show items from the following site and all subsites’

8. Click Browse
9. Select the News web and click OK
10. Select the (‘MNSPUG’) content type grouping

11. Select the content type (‘Meeting Announcement’)

12. Expand the Appearance section

13. Change the Title to ‘Meetings’

14. Click OK
15. Click Publish on the page.  
NOTE: Make sure both the home page and any article pages are published.  Unpublished documents will show up in the Edit Page view to show the query is working.
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
