Add Filter To Pivot Table
1. Locate an Excel Services document  within an Excel Services trusted Document Library which contains a Pivot Table.
2. Launch the document in Edit mode from the document library by selecting Edit In Microsoft Office Excel 
3. Locate the desired Pivot Table within the document and select a cell anywhere inside the spreadsheet.
4. Form the Microsoft Office Ribbon, display the field list by selecting the Options tab and selecting the Field List from the Show/Hide group.

5. Drag the desired Filter field from the Pivot Table Field List fields to the Report Filter. A filter dropdown will appear above the Pivot table with a corresponding label field beside it.
Create Named Item for Filter

6. Select the Cell containing the Pivot Table filter 

7. Select the Formulas Tab, and from the Defined Names Group, select Define Name
8. Within the New Name dialog, provide a name for the cell and the filter
9. Select OK
Publish Excel Services Spreadsheet

10. Click the Microsoft Office Button, point to Publish, and click Excel Services.
11. In the Save As dialog box, click Excel Services Options.
12. In the Excel Services Options dialog box, on the Show tab, make sure that Entire Workbook is selected.
13. Click the Parameters tab.
14. Click the Add… button.
15. In the Add Parameters dialog box, select the check box associated to the Name provided earlier.
16. Click OK. The Name of the filer is now listed in the Parameters list.
17. Click OK.
18. In the Save As dialog box, make sure that the Open in Excel Services check box is selected.
19. In the File name box, type the path to the Trusted SharePoint Document Library where this workbook will be stored.
20. Click Save.
Add Choice Filter Web Part to Web Part Page
21. Proceed to a Web Part Page 

22. From the Site Action bar, select Edit Page.
23. From any Web Part Zone, select to Add a Web Part. 
24. From the Add Web Parts dialog, select to add the Choice Filter web part (in the Filter section).
25. From the web part’s Edit menu, select the Modify Shared Web Part selection.

26. From the Web Part settings pane, modify the following settings for the Choice Filter Web Part

	Filter Name
	Name for the Filter

	Choices
	Provide static list of available filterable items


27. Click OK
Connect Choice Filter Web Part to Excel Web Access Web Part

28. Proceed to a Web Part Page 

29. From the Site Action bar, select Edit Page.
30. Select Edit menu on the Choice Filter Web Part, selecting Connections, then Send Filter Values to, then selecting the Excel Web Access Web Part that will be the consumer of the filter. 
31. The Configure Connection dialog will be displayed defaulting to Choose Connection tab.  Select Get Filter Values From (the default), then select Configure.
32. From the Configure Connection tab select the name of the Filter (the name of the Filter and the Parameter provided earlier)

33. Select Finish
34. Test the Filter by selecting the funnel icon, the associated pivot table will refresh on the page representing the applied filter.
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
