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Using FrontPage, create a “Meatball Report” using conditional formatting of an XSLT-DataView WebPart.  A meatball report is a great way to communicate information visually.

1. Browse to a WebPart Page using Internet Explorer
2. Choose “Edit with Microsoft Office FrontPage” from your toolbar

3. From the menu, choose Data ( Insert Data View
4. Choose a list from the task pane (on the right) and drag it onto the page, just as you would a normal WebPart

5. Once the WebPart is displayed, choose a cell in the first data row (the first row contains headers and does not repeat)

6. Right-click in the cell and choose “Conditional Formatting” to display the Conditional Formatting Task Pane

7. Select the text you wish to conditionally format
8. In the Conditional Formatting Task Pane choose Create ( Apply Formatting

9. When the Condition Criteria dialog displays, choose a Field Name, a Comparison, and Value.  You can optionally choose to add more than one criteria by choosing And/Or and adding a new clause

10. After choosing ok, you will be prompted to modify the style of the selected text.  This is the formatting that will be displayed when the condition you specified is true

11. When you choose Ok, your new Conditional Formatting will be displayed
